Board Members Absent:  None. 

 

Open House:  Two members attended the open house and asked questions related to the 

proposed changes to the Articles of Incorporation.  Answers provided by Board Members and 

the General Manager appeared to satisfy member concerns. 

  

Guests:  None. 

 

Communications: None. 

 

Review and Approval of Consent Agenda:  Don Nelson requested that the minutes of the 

September 10, 2008 board meeting be removed from the consent agenda.  Dave Weir moved to 

accept the consent agenda which included the Special Board Meeting Minutes of Sep 25, 2008; 

the Cash Flow, Balance Sheet, and Income and Expense Reports; the Capital Budget 

Spreadsheet; New and Transferred Memberships Report.  Larry Runge seconded and the motion 

carried. 

 

Board Meeting Minutes Approval:  Larry Runge moved to amend the minutes of the 

September 10, 2008 meeting by adding to page 1 of the 2
nd 

Guest paragraph, ―An Open House 

will be held at the water company office at 5:30 pm prior to the regular board meeting on 

October 15
th

 to answer any questions members may have regarding the proposed changes to the 

Articles of Incorporation‖.  On page 2, of the Board Team Handbook paragraph, change 

paragraph 3) to read ―Conduct a thorough orientation for new board members and continuing 

education for all board members.‖  Don Nelson seconded and the motion passed. 

 

Old Business- 

 

94
th

 Avenue Property Update: Don Nelson will meet with the Home Team Northwest realtors 

to discuss new sales ideas and to get more flyers for the ad box.  Property sales are very slow 

right now with all the concerns for the economy and the paucity of loans.   

 

Well 11 Update:  Work is finishing up on schedule and on budget.  The board was furnished 

with a spreadsheet to show the financial status of the project.  The contractor hopes to get the 

final inspection for the pump house within the next week.    

 

 

Municipal Water Law Legal Challenge:  The initial ruling and the interpretations by DOH and 

DOE are still very confusing.  The Water Co-op continues to work with the WWUC to determine 
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a legal course of action to appeal the ruling.  Hopefully, decisions will be forthcoming in a 

reasonable time frame.  Marc, on behalf of the Co-op, is setting up meetings with Pierce County 

Council Members to apprise them of the impacts if the current ruling remains in effect. 

 

Election Committee Report:   Steve Ellison advised that the ballots will be counted at 3:00 pm 

in the water company office on October 22, 2008.  Two more ballot counters are needed.  Steve 

advised that he will be able to attend the Annual Meeting and will present the Audit Report.  The 

Annual Meeting will convene at 7:00 pm in the District 8 Fire Department Conference Room on 

Wednesday, October 22
nd

.  

 

Board Team Handbook:  Monitoring responsibilities were assigned for the 5 priority actions 

approved last month to improve board operations. The General Manager will put the annual self-

evaluation of board operations on the board calendar.  The Board President will be responsible to 

ensure board meeting discussions are confined to policy issues and avoid management issues and 

to limit board meetings to 2 hours, in so far as is practicable.  The Election Committee will take 

the lead in organizing new board member orientations and in scheduling professional training 

opportunities for all board members.  The board will review the Water System Plan (WSP) at the 

November meeting with special focus on the Capital Improvement Plan in Chapter 8.  Board 

members are to bring their WSP books to the November meeting. 

 

Residential Fire Sprinkler Systems:  Marc provided the board with an information paper to 

outline the actions taken by the Technical Advisory Group (TAG) to assist State lawmakers 

determine barriers (and solutions) to voluntary installation of residential fire sprinklers.  Also 

information was provided that indicates in a separate national action that residential fire 

sprinklers will be mandatory for all new residential construction.  Marc will continue to work 

with the TAG to ensure the concerns of water purveyors are identified and understood. 

 

New Business-  

 

Benefits Committee Report:  The Benefits Committee recommended a change to the 

Insurances Policy #4470.  A 4
th

 paragraph was added to section I.A., Medical Insurance.  Steve 

Ellison moved that the recommendation be accepted, Dave Weir seconded and the motion 

carried.  A copy of the revised policy is attached. 

 

City Hall Water System:  Two thirds of the system finally passed purity tests.  One third of the 

system is isolated and will remain so until continuing purity issues are resolved.  Water can be 

supplied to the building and hydrants within the portion of the system that is functional. 

 

Personnel Evaluations: Marc completed performance evaluations for the administrative staff.  

The board accepted Marc’s report and approved his recommended personnel actions. 

 

Articles of Incorporation Changes:  Discussion was held regarding the course of action the 

board will take to associate all memberships with eligible property.  It was agreed to defer 

decisions until November to ensure the proposed changes to the Articles of Incorporation are 

approved by the membership at the annual membership meeting. 
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Hazard Mitigation Plan:  Luke Meyers reported that our plan has been approved by both the 

State and FEMA.  This is the last step in a 15 month process to become eligible for Federal Grant 

funds.  The board voted by e-mail to formally adopt the plan. 

 

Reservoir Seismic Retrofit: An engineering report is required to obtain grant funding to help 

retrofit the South Reservoirs, should retrofit be necessary.  Larry Runge moved to allocate the 

funds needed to obtain the required engineering report.  Luke Meyers seconded and the motion 

passed. 

 

General Manager’s Report: 

 

Reservoir Overflow Incident:  Marc reported that on October 14, 2008 a telephone company 

maintenance error caused the telemetry phone line to fail resulting in an overflow incident at the 

south reservoir.  Jon Young and Mike Craig responded to a member report that water was 

flowing down 48
th

 Street and were able to correct the problem.  The cause of a backup 

emergency telemetry function failure is being investigated.  Crews worked all of the following 

day to repair erosion damage.  Quest will be billed for our expenses caused by their error.  Back 

up systems will be periodically tested in the future. 

 

Windmill Tavern Property:  The WSDOT bought the Windmill Tavern property located at the 

intersection of 24
th

 and Meridian. They want to abandon the service and membership.  Marc will 

discuss (with WSDOT) transferring the membership rather than abandonment.  

 

Board Comments: 

 

Luke Meyers asked if Frontier Bank was still on sound footing in view of the recent financial 

problems.  The consensus was ―yes.‖ 

 

Dave Weir thanked the staff for all the help and cooperation given to the Mt View Lutheran 

Church during their recent water related issues with construction of the Food Bank.  He also 

extended an invitation to attend the Food Bank open house to be held November 1
st
 from 4:00 – 

6:00 pm.   

 

Don Nelson thanked Marc for his presentation at a recent meeting of the local Kiwanis Club, 

though they preferred Marc’s fishing stories to his water company stories.  

 

Adjournment:  Larry Runge moved that the meeting be adjourned at 8:35 pm.  Steve Ellison 

seconded and the motion passed.
